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Mr. Gordon is the Associate General Counsel for Procurement Law at the General Accounting Office, where he is the head of the bid protest section.  He is active in the Public Contract Law Section of the American Bar Association, and is currently a member of the Section council and a vice chair of the Bid Protest and Privatization & Outsourcing Committees.  Mr. Gordon is the author of an article in the Public Contract Law Journal on unbalanced bidding.  Before joining GAO, Mr. Gordon worked in private practice, handling bid protests at both GAO and the General Services Administration Board of Contract Appeals, as well as claims and white collar crime cases.
